THE 5™ SEOUL DIALOGUE ON AFRICA

The Seoul Dialogue on Africa which was first held in 2018, the same year with the launch of the
Korea-Africa Foundation, is an annual international conference seeking to gather policy proposals
towards building a strategic partnership between Korea and Africa, and to facilitate research on Africa
in Korea by strengthening networks between scholars, researchers and other various stakeholders
from both sides.

The government of the Republic of Korea has regularly convened its Korea-Africa Forum (KOAF),
which was first held in 2006 under the "Korea's Initiative for African Development" setting out a
blueprint to strengthen Korea’s role in the promotion of socio-economic development of African
countries. In this context, the Seoul Dialogue on Africa serves as the 1.5 track of the KOAF.

Under the title of “Resilience and Leap Forward: Four Key Strategic Areas for a Post-Crisis Era,” the
5th Seoul Dialogue on Africa will provide opportunities for domestic and international scholars and
experts on Africa to share their opinions and discuss the strategic directions from the policy and
academic perspectives.

More than 2 years have passed since COVID-19 swept the world, and we are facing a new
turning point as we slowly return to our ordinary lives, with widened vaccine rollout and stronger
responsiveness. The process of overcoming the COVID-19 pandemic changed individual lives and
socio-economic systems, beyond simply preventing and treating the infectious disease. Securing
the resilience to adapt and respond to changes in the environment became an essential competence
for survival. Also, some areas established a strong foundation and leaped forward during the
COVID-19 era.

The 5th Seoul Dialogue on Africa will be a forum for discussions on some of these areas, FinTech &
Platform Economy, Green Energy, Healthcare and Infrastructure. With participation of distinguished
scholars and experts from all around world including Africa, we look forward to the 5th Seoul Dialogue
on Africa will further inspire collaboration, new ideas and actions on the four key strategic areas.

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Fintech & Platform Economy

The pandemic weakened both the global supply network and the economy; however, the importance
of the digital platform came to the fore. The digital finance and platform companies including FinTech
showed noteworthy growth, and they are expected to play a key role in the economic recovery.
FinTech became an alternative finance by providing simple transaction systems due to the lack of
financial infrastructure in Africa, and Africa is known to be a continent with an active FinTech industry,
having approximately 600 FinTech startups. Moreover, the investors worldwide are paying attention to
Africa, as the digital transformation is accelerating throughout society, not only in the finance sector.

During Session 1, we will look at Africa’s ever-changing digital economy/finance eco-system and
search for a plan on the Korea-Africa cooperation.

Green Energy

The current economy which had focused on the overconsumption of energy has lost its
competitiveness due to an instability in the fossil-fuel supply and an increased awareness of climate
change, thus new innovation is sought. Accordingly, many African countries seek to transform into a
low carbon, eco-friendly economy and wish to create new industries and jobs based on eco-friendly
energy industries.

During Session 2, the Korean government will share its strategy on carbon neutrality and discuss

the importance of international cooperation. Furthermore, the plans and tasks for green energy
cooperation between Korea and Africa will be considered.
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Healthcare

Since the COVID-19 pandemic, the health and medical industry has become a leading promising
industry, as well as a national strategic industry. Moreover, the traditional medical industry has
developed into a bio, smart healthcare industry focusing on disease prevention and consumers
by integrating with the ICT technology. Especially, Korea’s bio-healthcare sector achieved over 10
billion dollars in exports in 2020, due to the test kits, and became a top-10 item based on the export
amount.

Effective responses to the continued cross-border spread of the pandemic and improvements
in global healthcare critically hinge on advancements of technologies along with an effective
mechanism of multilateral cooperation that can bring together diverse stakeholders into a well-
functioning partnership. During Session 3, we will look at the technology and industry trends for the
healthcare sector and discuss the plans for cooperation between Korea and Africa.
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Infrastructure

As the international trades resume and the economy is returning to normal, the demand for
developing various forms of infrastructure, such as construction/energy/ICT, etc., are increasing
again. Many African governments are now focusing on infrastructure investments to ride out the
global recession and revitalize the economy.

During Session 4, we will look at the importance of infrastructure and the major considerations,
including the African Continental Free Trade Agreement (AfCFTA), and in relation to this, we will also
look at infrastructure development and the investment strategy of Korea and Africa, as well as a
means of enhancing the partnership.

He served as first secretary at the Korean Embassy in the
People’s Republic of China, first secretary at the Korean Embassy in the Republic of India, counsellor at Korean
Embassy in the Kingdom of Thailand, director of Northeast Asian Regional Cooperation Division at the ministry,
director of Northeast Asia Division Il at the ministry, minister-counsellor and consul-general at the Korean
Embassy in the People’s Republic of China, and director-general for Cultural Affairs at the ministry before being
assigned as minister at the Korean Embassy in the People's Republic of China.

In 2015, he served as chief of Situation Center and Deputy Director-General for Policy Planning while working
as deputy director-general for the Task Force for UNESCO Affairs at the ministry. In 2018, he served as consul-
general at the Korean Consulate General in Shanghai, China. In 2020, he was appointed the spokesperson of the
ministry. Since September 2022, he has been serving as deputy minister for political affairs at the ministry.

He has since served in the
following positions: Technical Adviser to the Minister of Foreign Affairs and Cooperation, First Counsellor at
the Embassy of the Gabonese Republic in Paris, France Charge d’Affaires at the Embassy of Gabon in London,
United Kingdom Ambassador Extraordinary and Plenipotentiary of Gabon to Lybia, Ambassador of Gabon to
Spain, Ambassador of Gabon to the United States of America and to Mexico. Since November 2011, Ambassador
Boungou is serving as Ambassador Extraordinary and Plenipotentiary of Gabon to the Republic of Korea, and also
accredited to Thailand and the Philippines. He is the Dean of the Diplomatic Corps in Korea, and the Dean of the
African Group of Ambassadors. Holder of the Cambridge English Proficiency, Ambassador Boungou obtained
his Bachelor’s degree in International Relations and Masters in International Relations and Political Science
from Schiller International University in London. He has a Postgraduate Diploma in Diplomatic Studies from the

Polytechnic of Central London-Westminster University, in the United Kingdom.
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H.E. Ki-Moon Ban

Chairman, The Ban Ki-moon Foundation for a Better Future,
The 8th UN Secretary-General

In April 2019, H.E. Ki-Moon Ban was elected as the Chairman of Presidential National Council on Climate and Air
Quality (NCCA) (2019-2021). In April 2018, he was elected as the Chairman of Boao Forum for Asia. In January
2018, along with former President of Austria H.E. Heinz Fischer, were inducted as Co-Chairs of the Ban Ki-
moon Centre for Global Citizens in Vienna, Austria. H.E. Ki-Moon Ban was also elected as Chairman of IOC Ethics
Committee in September 2017. Currently, he is the Distinguished Chair Professor and Honorary Chairman at the
Institute of Global Engagement & mpowerment at Yonsei University in Seoul, Korea. In February 2018, he was
elected and has been serving as the President of the Assembly & Chair of the Council of Global Green Growth
Institute (GGGI). Prior to these appointments, he served two consecutive terms as the Secretary General of the
United Nations (2007-2016). Throughout his tenure at the UN, H.E. Ban strove to be a bridge builder, to give
voice to the world’s poorest and the most vulnerable people, and to make the Organization more transparent
and effective. He successfully pressed for action to combat climate change - an effort that culminated in the
adoption and rapid entry into the landmark Paris Agreement in 2016. He worked closely with member states of
the UN to shape the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development and to establish UN Women, which has been
advancing the Organization’s work for gender equality and women’s empowerment. He also launched major
efforts to strengthen UN peace operations, to protect human rights, to improve humanitarian response, and to
prevent violent extremism and to revitalize the disarmament agenda. At the time of his appointment at the UN, H.E.
Ban was the Minister of Foreign Affairs and Trade of the Republic of Korea. His 37 years with the Ministry included
postings in New Delhi, Washington D.C., and Vienna, and responsibilities for a variety of portfolios, including
Foreign Policy Adviser to the President, Chief National Security Adviser to the President, Vice Minister, Deputy
Minister for Policy Planning and Director-General for American Affairs. He has also been actively involved in issues
relating to inter-Korean relations by serving as Chairman of the Preparatory Commission for the Comprehensive
Nuclear Test Ban Treaty Organization. H.E. Ki-Moon Ban received a bachelor’s degree in international relations
from Seoul National University in 1970. He earned a master’s degree in public administration from the John F.

Kennedy School of Government at Harvard University in 1985.

Dr. Segun Aina is a global professional banking leader, internationally recognized fintech ecosystem builder,
corporate icon, chartered arbitrator, serial entrepreneur and futurist. With three decades of distinguished banking
career in three banks including a six year tenure as Bank CEO before leaving active banking service, Dr. Aina was
President of Chartered Institute of Bankers of Nigeria, as well as West African Bankers Association Nigeria Chapter
and is currently Chairman of Global Banking Education Standards Board (GBEStB), the first person to hold that
position since it’s establishment in 2017. Dr. Aina is the Chairman of the Board of Trustees of Fintech Association
of Nigeria (FintechNGR) and the President of Africa Fintech Network, both of which he initiated. He serves on
the Boards of various institutions including the immediate past as Chairman of Odua Investment Co Ltd; Vice
Chairman of Accion MFB; Chairman of The Fintech Institute; Chairman of Opolo Global Innovation Ltd etc. He was
also a Member of the pioneer Advancement Board of Obafemi Awolowo University(2006-2012) and has been
the Chairman of Advancement Board of the Federal University of Technology Akure; Member of the University
of Ibadan Research Foundation; Co-Chairman of the Think Tank for Commercialization of Research Outputs(an
initiative of the University of Ibadan), as well as Member of Advancement Board of Osun State University since
2011. He also serves as a member of UK-Africa Fintech Investment Group. Dr. Aina is an alumnus of the University
of Lagos and University of Ibadan, and had executive business education at Lagos Business School, Harvard
Business School USA, INSEAD, France and IMD Switzerland. Dr. Aina has received honorary Doctor of Science
degrees from four Universities and awarded the National Honor of Officer of the Order of Federal Republic of

to date. He started his career in 1969 at the Obuasi gold-mine. He was previously Chief Executive Officer of Ashanti
Goldfields Limited, Executive President of AngloGold Ashanti Ltd.(Ashanti merge with AngloGold in 2004), Chairman
of Equinox Limited(Australian and Canadian listed), Moto Gold Mines(Australian and Canadian listed), Uramin(London
and Canadian listed), the Mauritius based Bayport Financial Services, Co-Chairman of the World Economic Forum
held in South Africa, Member of the Board of Ashesi University in Ghana, Foreign Member of the United States National
Academy of Sciences, Founding Member of The United Nations Secretary General's Global Compact Advisory Council,
a member of The African Regional Advisory Board of the London Business School, a member of the Governing Body
of the School of Oriental and African Studies, a Trustee of the Camborne School of Mine, and member of the Advisory
Council of the President of the African Development Bank and the International Finance Corporation (IFC). He served
on the board of Vodafone UK(2009-2019) and he was appointed a founding member of Bank of America Global
Advisory Council(2012-2020).

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Dr. Patrick Saidu Conteh, is currently the CEO of Africa Fintech Network (AFN), and before that was a member of
AFN's Advisory Board. He is also at present concurrently serving as economic advisor to the Ministry of Finance and
Development Planning of Liberia, as well as a tutor for Cambridge Fintech Regulatory Innovation Training program. His
earlier career was in commercial banking spanning over sixteen straight years holding various senior management roles
including Director of Risk Management and Deputy Managing Director/Chief Operating Officer. He also served as the
Minister of State for Fiscal Affairs in Sierra Leone (2015-2016), and after that, he was the Alternate Executive Director at
the African Development Bank representing Sierra Leone, Ghana, Liberia, Gambia and Sudan (2016-2018). At the same
time, he was the Governor of the Bank of Sierra Leone (2017-2018).
